A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF RANCHO CORDOVA,
STATE OF CALIFORNIA, APPROVING FISCAL YEAR 2019/2020 BUDGET AMOUNTS FOR
COMMUNITY GRANTS, AND DEPARTMENT PROJECTS AND PROGRAMS TO BE
FUNDED FROM THE COMMUNITY ENHANCEMENT FUND

WHEREAS, in November 2014, Rancho Cordova voters approved Measure H, a %2 cent
sales tax measure, referred to as the Community Enhancement Fund, which will generate
approximately $8.2 million of annual revenue for the City’s general fund; and

WHEREAS, the revenues from the Community Enhancement Fund are locally controlled
by the City; and

WHEREAS, the City Council and staff invited the community to submit applications to
receive funding from the Community Enhancement Fund and 81 such applications were received
and 76 considered by the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has also considered recommendations from City staff and
Council Members regarding projects to be funded from the Community Enhancement Fund; and

WHEREAS, the City Council, at public meetings, has considered all grant applications,
public comments, staff recommendations and City Council proposals regarding the Community
Enhancement Fund; and

WHEREAS, the City Council now desires to approve final funding recommendations for
projects to receive funding for the 2019/2020 fiscal year from the Community Enhancement Fund,
while recognizing that some projects may require subsequent discretionary approvals by the City
Council to meet certain legal requirements.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
RANCHO CORDOVA hereby resolves that:

1. The projects listed in the attached spreadsheet (Exhibit A), entitled “Fiscal Year 2019/2020
Community Enhancement Fund Project List,” shall receive funding from Community
Enhancement Fund revenues in the City budget for the 2019/2020 fiscal year in the
amount specified in Exhibit A.

2. City staff is authorized to and shall expeditiously process all projects receiving a “Category
1” assignment in Exhibit A, including the execution of funding agreements related to such
projects, so that grant funds are distributed as soon as possible.

3. City staff shall ensure that all projects receiving a “Category 2" assignment will move
forward as soon as all outstanding issues are resolved, including those related to public
bidding and/or prevailing wage requirements; and City staff is authorized to execute
required funding agreements and coordinate with necessary outside agencies and parties
regarding these projects.

4. Recognizing that the group of projects receiving a “Category 3" assignment in Exhibit A
require more extensive staff time to create specifications and meet legal requirements
(including public bidding requirements, prevailing wage rules, property entitlements,
and/or requirements under the California Environmental Quality Act) City staff shall ensure
that planning for these projects makes timely progress and staff shall submit any additional
items requiring additional City Council approval to the Council in a timely fashion.

5. All funding agreements related to the Community Enhancement Fund grants shall be
executed by the City Manager, approved by the City Attorney, and shall include
requirements to ensure that grant recipients utilize grant monies for the purposes outlined
in the approved grant applications.

The City of Rancho Cordova ‘s Community Enhancement Fund generously provided $9,500 towards our
Sunrise School Garden project- Phase Il. With these funds (from both Measure H grants proposed),
coupled with funds raised by our site and our Sunrise PFO, our team completed the site modification
forms and began planning for the garden infrastructure which includes 100 feet of four-foot fencing to
secure the area, a power outlet and installed irrigation controller, trenching for new irrigation lines that
include two hose-bibs, and valves with shut offs. Our garden boxes have been more of a challenge to
find a reliable builder as several proposed plans have failed, but we believe an Eagle Scout is now able to
provide the labor to build our boxes.

Since the garden
is not yet built or functional we could not measure through pre- and post- surveys student attitudes
towards the learning environment and their connectedness to school. The Council or designees are
welcome to walk our campus to see our progress at any time, can participate in the community work
day in March and will be invited once the project is completed.

The Council or
designees are welcome to walk our campus to see our progress at any time, can participate in the
community work day in the Fall (if County and State Health Departments allow) and will be invited to
tour and inspect once the project is completed.

the HYDE Out.



The Outcomes Report (Exhibit C) - Chromebook Computers for the HYDE Out

A. Progress made toward the expected outcomes of the grant and any other significant
accomplishments.
Over the course of 10 weeks (January -mid March) HYDE Out students from Mills and Mitchell
Middle Schools and students from Cordova High School were able to access the internet and
computers during after school hours. Students utilized the laptops to access their homework,
enrichment/academic games and began participating in a financial literacy club led by HYDE Out
staff. The enrichment/academic game sites used include: Zooniverse, Cool Math, Fun Brain,
Hands on Banking and Duo Lingo. These websites enrich the student’s learning through
technology and play (disguised learning). Allowing the students to access the internet during the
after-school hours, allows those with limited access the ability to easily complete their work and
allows students time once they get home to focus on family and leisure activities. The students

and staff are thrilled with the addition of the computers to the HYDE Out program.

B. Any setbacks or challenges to the progress of the grant activities
The District experienced small setbacks as it took longer than anticipated to purchase the items,
have them delivered and then the setup for student use. Additionally, staff will need to work
closer with our IT provider to download additional programs to the computers which will
enhance the student experience while using the computers. The major setback was when FCUSD

closed due to COVID-18, at that point the HYDE Out also closed for the remainder of the year.

C. Plans and/or goals for the upcoming reporting period
Staff is monitoring the COVID-19 situation and will determine the best course of action for the
return of the HYDE Out program. When HYDE Out reopens staff will utilize the laptops daily for
homework and weekly for “club” activities. Club activities will include specific computer
“courses” such as minor graphic design, financial literacy and leadership programs as well as
providing the students to access the internet for research for recipes (cooking club), projects (art

club) and animals (zoology club).

D. An aggregated report an any program evaluations;

Due to the sudden closure of the HYDE Out (COVID-19) staff were unable to seek student input



regarding their experience and evaluation of the addition of the laptops. Verbally, the students
often shared how appreciative they were of being able to utilize the computers for homework

and were really enjoying being able to play the games and constructive access to the internet.

The District was able to utilize the full grant amount with the purchase of the laptops, a locking

cabinet and mice.
